	Confirmation, Reception into The Episcopal Church, and Reaffirmation of Baptismal Vows are ways 
adults (ages 15+) claim their place in community with The Episcopal Church.	 We will celebrate 
Confirmation, Reception, and Reaffirmation on Saturday, April 22 at 10:30am at Saint Mark’s 
Cathedral. 

We offer a 90-minute preparation workshop so that candidates for Confirmation, Reception, and 
Reaffirmation understand the sacramental rites and feel ready to renew their commitment to the 
baptismal promises. The workshop is offered:	 

• Tuesday, March 14 at Trinity 6:00-8:00pm (with light dinner); and 

• Thursday, March 23 on Zoom 7:00-8:30pm.

	Confirmation is the rite in which people who were baptized as infants or children express a mature 
commitment to Christ, and receive strength from the Holy Spirit through prayer and the laying on of 
hands by a bishop.			

Reception into The Episcopal Church is the rite in which people who have made an adult profession of 
faith (adult baptism or confirmation) in another Christian denomination join The Episcopal Church and 
receive welcome by the laying on of hands by a bishop. 

Reaffirmation of Baptismal Vows is the rite in which any adult may renew their baptismal vows and 
commitment to Christ and receive affirmation by the laying on of hands by a bishop.
